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To awaken in the student a greater love for Christ and the desire
to share His passion for the lost. Facts in themselves are not enough;
the heart must be reached. The intense desire of the Lord Jesus Christ
to provide a way of salvation for lost men caused Him to move
unflinchingly toward the cross. The student must so learn to love Christ
as to serve Him with similar devotion that unbelievers may come to

saving faith in Christ.

To promote in the student a sense of world-wide missionary re-
sponsibility and personal dedication to do God's will. In the final
analysis the action of both the mind and the heart is dependent upon
the will. Once the student realizes the Christian obligation to share
the gospel with the whole world, he must discern God’s will for his
life and then with great determination carry out that will.

To broaden the student’s understanding of the world in which he
lives through a Christ-centered program of general education. (Gener-
al education includes subjects such as English, music, speech, foreign
language, science, psychology, philosophy, history, sociqlogy.) Gen-
eral education subjects are for the purpose of broadening the ed-
ucational foundation of the student. Such breadth of education is
considered essential whether the student serves at home or in some
foreign field. Since all truth belongs to God regardless of the means
of manifestation, it can be effectively integrated with Biblical truth.
A deliberate effort will therefore be made to allow the Lord Jesus
Christ and the Scriptures to be the integrating factor of all general

education.

To instill within the student a sense of responsibility for continuous
spiritual and intellectual growth. The concern of the school is that stu-
dents will continue to grow both spiritually and intellectually after

they are graduated.
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Institute. Whereas in many schools this experience is on a voluntary
basis, at Grace Bible Institute, all students except freshmen are re-
quired to have one assignment in Christian service for each semester

they are enrolled.

Personal spiritual life. Since all the students at Grace Bible
Institute are majoring in Bible and are looking forward to service in
the program of the church, they have more uuity of purpose than do
students in other kinds of schools. This makes it possible to lay
heavy emphasis upon Christian ministries and the personal spiritual
life of the student. Christian service, to be effective requires a Christ-
honoring life. Students are constantly urged to consider indispensable
such matters as daily devotions, soul winning, faith, prayer, dedica-

tion, self-discipline, and separation.

From the above it can be seen that the Bible Institute thrives

on a distinctive character that is not duplicated in other kinds of
schools. Students who are dedicated and have a call to Christian
service should seriously consider Grace Bible Institute in planning

General
Information

History

The history of Grace Bible Institute is literally studded with
miraculous answers to prayer. During this quarter century more than
3,000 ambassadors of Christ have studied the Bible, have grown in
spiritual depth and understanding and have witnessed to the saving

grace of Jesus Christ.

The beginning dates back to the commencement activities at
Oklahoma Bible Academy in 1942 when several brethren shared a
common burden to organize and found a Bible Institute in the mid-
lands. In the providence of God, ten Mennonite ministers met in
Omaha, Nebraska, on June 1, 1943 to pray and plan for an institution
that should be fundamental in doctrine, vitally spiritual in emphasis
and inter-denominational in scope.

In the brief span of time between June 1 and September 8,
1943, the Lord opened doors and remove obstacles in such an un-
usual way that all were convinced that this new venture of faith was
of God. As a noted Bible scholar commented upon visiting the cam-
pus, “It is obvious that Grace Bible Institute is a vine of God’s own
planting . . .”.

At a dedicatory service on September 8 Dr. C. H. Suckau, Board
chairman and later the first president of the Institute, addressed the
assembled group using Nehemiah 2:17 as a text, “Come, and let
us build up the wall of Jerusalem, that we be no more a reproach.”

“In concluding the address, mention was made of the seven
specific answers to prayer in connection with this new and venture-

1. Place: The Lord definitely led the original group of men
to Omaha on June 1 and opened doors for them here.

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direly needed became a reality to train young lives for God’s service.

An additional ministry of the school has been the establishing
of a 29,000 watt radio station, KGBI-fm, with an outreaoh of some
thirty to sixty miles. A ministry of Christian programming, sacred
and classical music and thorough news coverage 1s leaving an im-
pact for God and for good in the Omaha-Council Bluffs community.

The direction of Grace Bible Institute has been vested in a strong,
spiritually minded Board of Directors, representing at the present
time six denominations and coming from eight states or provinces.
An active Advisory Council, now numbering 164, has supported the
Institute by prayer, student recruitment and finances. In 1967 a Ladies
Auxiliary was formed to undergird the school by prayer, projects
and funds.

Dr. Joseph W. Schmidt, 1955-1960, under whose capable
and spiri'lualpdirection the distinctive role of the Bible Institute
was re-affirmed.

The Rev. D. [. Unruh, interim 1960-1961, served as Board
chairman from 194]8-1960 and in public relations from 1961-1966.

Dr. Waldo E. Harder, 1961- , first superintendent of
Berean Academy and former missionary to the Congo.

Devotional Life.

Cultivation of the student’s personal spiritual life is considered
of utmost importance at Grace Bible Institute. Every effort will be
made to assist each student in developing effective devotional habits.

Quiet times are expected of all students each morning and eve-
ning.
Prayer Meetings are regularly scheduled in the dormitories, and
for the entire student body on Wednesday evening to remember such
items as personal needs, requests for the school, its personnel, and
christian service. Students are encouraged to share their mutual con-

cerns with one another in special prayer periods.
Missionary prayer bands meet weekly to intercede for the world-
wide outreach of the Gospel.

Prayer Rooms are provided as special places to seek the Lord’s
presence in solitude. Here students may unburden their hearts to God,
commune with Him, and seek His guidance even as Christ often

prayed “in a solitary place”.

Days of Prayer are observed at the beginning of each semester.
The entire morning is given to an inspirational session and prayer
in dormitories, class groups and smaller sections, climaxing with a
time of praise at the close of the day.

Chapel is observed four days a week the fifth being reserved
for missionary prayer bands. During this time the Grace family meets
for a praise and devotional period. Students, faculty and outside

speakers take part.

Missions Hour, held each week, provides opportunity to hear

Admissions Requirements

Admission to Grace Bible Institute is open to all students who
possess the personal and academic qualifications the institute con-
siders necessary for those anticipating Christian service. The applicant
should manifest a sincere desire to study the Scriptures.

Christian character. Candidates for admission must give evidence
of good Christian character, personal commitment to God’s will for
their lives, and adherence to Christian moral standards. To assure
some degree of spiritual maturity, all applicants should personally
know Jesus Christ for a period of at least one year.

Academic Qualification. The applicant must have graduated from
high school or present evidence of having its equivalent. Prospective
students are urged to take college preparatory courses which include
units in English, social science, natural science and mathematics.

Special action of the admissions committee is required for ad-
mission when the applicant does not rank in the upper half of his high
school graduating class or when he has not maintained an average of

“C” or above.

In a few cases, where the applicant is of mature age, a non-high

school graduate may be admitted as a special student. He is not
considered a candidate for graduation until he completes high school

or its equivalent.

Pre-entrance Examinations. Applicants for admission to the fresh-
man class are required to take the American College Testing Program
(ACT) examination. Information regarding the national testing dates
and the location of testing may be obtained from local high school
principals or by writing directly to the American Testing Program,
Box 168, Towa City, Iowa 52240. The cost of this testing will be $6.00.

Admissions Procedures

Application forms may be obtained by writing to the Director
of Admissions, Grace Bible Institute, 1515 South 10th Street, Omaha,
Nebraska 68108. Applicants are encouraged to apply early in their sen-
ior year of high school. The forms must be filled out completely to as-
sure rapid processing of the application. After all the papers have been
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received by the institute and action has been
be notified.

An application fee of five dollars ($5) must accompany the
application for admission. This fee is intended to help cover the costs
of processing the application and is not refundable.

Scholastic Accreditation
