Building: The Presbyterian Theological Seminary was made
available for our use without any financial obligation other

than its upkeep.

3. Incorporation: The laws of Nebraska were such that incor-
poration under the existing laws was impossible, but these
laws were revised just as we were faced with the alternative
of having to locate the Grace Bible Institute in some other

state.
4. Faculty: The consent of the last needed members to com-

plete the faculty arrived by telegram that very afternoon at
3 P.M. so that the school could be opened with a complete

staff of teachers.
5. Student Body: A total of eighteen students registered on the
first day.
6. Funds: In a short time, the Lord sent in over $7,000 in gifts.
Permanent Location: The Lord preserved Stuntz Hall for

us, so that on that afternoon (September 8) a purchase con-
tract for the building was signed by the Board.

~

The years following, likewise, reveal a pattern of growth and
divine supply. In the early years the student enrollment grew rapidly
so that by 1949 it had reached 331. During the intervening years,
enrollment remained quite constant, climbing again in the sixties.
Total enrollment for 1967, the 25th anniversary year, reached 431.

Progress has continued in many areas with the addition of more
well trained faculty, up-grading of the academic program, revision
and enlargement of the administrative structure, expansion of the
physical plant and a constant vigilance that the spiritual moorings
of the Institute be kept intact.

Expansion of physical facilities have been accomplished through-
out the years by the provision of God’s hand so that the Institute
now owns twenty buildings on or surrounding the original site. New

buildings constructed were:

Suckau Memorial Chapel
(Basement—1949)
(Main floor—1957)
Schmidt Memorial Hall (for men)—1962
Student Center—1967
